 The Message

This message is for everyone within the sound of my voice - it is Food for The Body and Soul.  4  

We live in a country of freedom – freedom of choice.  We also were born with freedom – freedom of free will.  As we all have seen on September 11th, 2001 that free will was exercised by a few and it changed the lives of thousands, millions, practically everyone.  5
You see – our choices don’t only affect us they affect the lives of others.  Our thoughts, attitudes, words, and actions all have a ripple effect.  Each one of us is part of something greater than ourselves.  Each one has an important part.  None are more important than another – each is equally valuable.  6
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When things happen like what we all witnessed on September 11th, it is a wake up call.  It is a call to get ready.  How many of you are afraid to die?  Be honest now.  What if – you were one of the passengers on those planes or in those buildings?  What if you knew that at any minute – your life was going to be required of you?  Would you be ready?  Are you ready to stand before your maker?  7
You’re on a plane that is in the hands of someone else’s free will.  You know you are going to die.  What are you going to do?  What are your last moments going to be like?  Will you deny your God?  Will you be afraid to die?  Will you loose your faith?  Would you give your life for another?  If given the chance, are you going to call home and tell your family  “I love you”?  OR – Are you going to think of all the times you didn’t tell them, “I love you”?  Are you going to plead for forgiveness?  Will you be fearful of dying?  OR – will you be able to say – “Lord, it will only be a minute!”?  8  

We need to be expectant ones.  No one knows the day or hour that their life will be required of them.  Nor do we know the day or the hour the Lord will return.  What we do know is, that over and over, He told us to stay alert and not be like others that live in darkness.  To repent, love and forgive one another.  9
It is appointed to all men once to die.  Are you afraid?  Are you ready?  Fear has to do with condemnation.  There is no condemnation for those that are in Christ Jesus.  10  
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“Those that have an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.  He who overcomes – I will give the right to eat from the tree of life, which is in the paradise of God.  He who overcomes will not be hurt at all by the second death.  He who overcomes, I will give some of the hidden manna.  I will also give him a white stone with a new name written on it, known only to him who receives it.  To him who overcomes and does my will to the end, I will give authority over the nations…I will also give him the morning star.  He who overcomes will walk with me dressed in white, I will never blot out his name from the book of life, but will acknowledge his name before my Father and His angels.  Him who overcomes I will make a pillar in the temple of my God.  Never again to leave it.  I will write on him the name of my God and the name of the city of God, the new Jerusalem, which is coming down out of heaven from my God; and I will also write on him my new name.  To him who overcomes, I will give the right to sit with me on my throne; just as I overcame and sat down with my Father on His throne.  He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.”  11
These are just some of His promises.  So, what are we to overcome?  SIN.  12
To know to do good and not do it is Sin.  The choices we make each day affect our overall health, well-being and the lives of others.  We live in a country of so many choices.  Yet – what do we choose?  13
Is there any among you that are sick?  What about a loved one?  Sickness and disease is one of choice.  Choice!  That’s right choice, your choice.  The word says, “By His stripes we are healed.”  Are – not were, not maybe, not someday, Are!  14
There are 3 reasons for sickness and disease:

1. Violation of God’s natural laws.  15
2. Sin.  16
3. For the Glory of God.  17
1.
If we choose to eat unhealthy foods devoid of nutrition – then we suffer the consequences – sickness and disease.  These foods are processed, chemically treated, packaged, high fat, loaded with sugar, white flour, fast food – all are man-made.  These foods are lacking the God given life giving essential nutrients provided to sustain the body.  This is a violation of God’s natural laws.  In the beginning, God said… “I give you every seed-bearing plant on the face of the whole earth and every tree that has fruit with seed in it.  They will be yours for food.  Everything that has the breath of life in it – I give every green plant for food.”  Make no mistake – God will not be mocked.  What are you hungry for?  What do you thirst after?  18                    
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2.
Sin takes many forms – some we recognize and some we don’t.  Again, to know to do good and not do it is sin.  It is written: “My people perish for lack of knowledge”.  Yet, there is instruction – we choose to ignore that instruction and feed the flesh, the carnal desires.  The word of God was given as a life manual.  We are to feed on His Word and not make food out to be an idol or God to be worshipped.  His Word truly is the only food that will satisfy the soul.  [The first sin in the Garden of Eden had to do with food, our appetite, cravings, and pleasure, and we continue to sin by the choices we make.]   19 &  20
We choose to run after this new diet, or that persons teaching, or latest weight loss program and get rich quick schemes.  All the while choosing to ignore the instructions given about the food our bodies were designed to absorb and assimilate, found in the Word of God.  The choices you make dictate your health.  21
In this land of freedom – we overindulge our appetites.  We consume more than the body needs.  We become gluttons lacking self-control.  Everything is convenient – fast food, which is laden with saturated animal fat, white flour (which turns into 100% sugar), excessive protein and carbohydrates.  Microwave cooking that destroys all the enzymes and nutrients.  Super-size everything is the norm.  The portion sizes are 3 – 4 times what the average body can digest in any one sitting and the body must store the rest in fat – all of which is setting the stage for illness and disease.  We give this food – this poison – to our families – to our children!  This food does not sustain life.  22
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There is also no consciousness of the starving people in the world, who have none of the choices and freedom we have.  We do not share what we have with others.  We waste more food in one day than most have seen in months.  We eat in one meal what could feed a family of hungry, starving, and dying children who go to bed every night with maybe a handful of rice or with nothing!  We are so ungrateful.  23
Yet, we say to ourselves – “I’ve got to have my coffee in the morning, I couldn’t live without my coke or mountain dew, chocolate, steak, etc.”  All these are man-made and will rob you of life.  We do not consume enough whole foods, living foods, or green foods that were created by God to provide us everything we need to reproduce, grow and survive.  We do not consume vegetables, fruit, whole grains, or legumes.  24 

We also are not thankful for what we do have.  Many of us eat in an unworthy manner – we go ahead and place food and drink in our mouths and then remember – if we do – to give thanks.  We don’t remember the Body of Christ that was given for us, so that we would no longer be slaves to sin.  His blood is real drink and His body is real food.  That is the reason many are sick and dying, because we eat and drink in an Unholy manner.  All of this is SIN.  25

 3.
The third reason for sickness and disease is for the Glory of God.  Sickness and disease has been used by God to show that, “He is Lord.”  There are many references to this including the man crippled from birth, that lay by the gate Beautiful for many years, was healed by his faith when the disciples passed by.  Paul’s many sufferings and Job’s afflictions were used to test their faith.  All of which – gave GLORY TO GOD.  26  

As child of one that was run over by a car which broke both my legs, pelvis bone and severally crippled and handicapped me, I was never supposed to walk again.  Also a survivor of many years of every form of abuse including physical, emotional, sexual and spiritual, and a diabetic of 27 years that has been blind, lost the use of her legs, been in numerous comas, had congestive heart failure,  kidney failure, a heart attack,  and serious digestive disorders, I have been healed by the grace of God!  My sickness and disease was used to bring Him Glory – for it is Him who saved me, forgave me and healed me!  I give Him all the glory, honor and praise!  Violations of God’s natural laws and Sin do not bring Glory to God.  Obedience, love and faithfulness do.  God disciplines those He loves.  His name alone will be exalted.  27
God’s People

God’s people – who are they?  Can you pick them out?  Are they those walking around saying “praise the Lord,” “bless you,” quoting scripture or trying to save everyone?  28  

The world sees God’s people – Christians as judgmental and thinking they are better than everyone else.  Yet, no different than they are – unhealthy, sick, diseased, dying, overweight, over-stressed, and in debt.  29
If you listen, you can hear the world say – “why is it us and them?  And they call themselves Christians.”  They see no difference.  In their eyes – Christians are just as bound, filled with worry, anxiety, fear, bitterness, anger, rage, gossip, slander, malice, envy, strife, sexual immorality, and secret sin.  30
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They feel no love, joy peace, patience, kindness, goodness, gentleness, meekness, or self-control.  They’ve observed NO deliverance, no overcoming the things of this world, and outside the four walls of the church - no praise, no thanksgiving, no repentance, no remorse, and no guilt or shame.  31
They’ve only seen self-indulgence, self-concern, and lack of self-control.  No truth only pretense, liars and thieves.  They see no benefit in calling upon God as their help in time of need.  They don’t see Jesus as a Savior, friend, brother, comforter, healer, or deliverer.  32
They see God’s people as false, hypocrites, blind guides, not worthy of trust – deceptive.  The world does not see the love of the Father present in Christians lives.  Nor are they receiving it from Christians.  They see no faith, trust, or hope.  No forgiveness.  33
Many of them are lost and rejected by the world and by the Christians.  They don’t see God’s people searching for them in the highways, by-ways, alleys, hospitals, orphanages, and prisons – inviting them to come just as they are.  Since September 11th, many have run to the churches and this… is what they find.  34
Jesus did not come to save the saint but the sinner.  He said,  “it is not the healthy who need a doctor, it is the sick.”  God is no respecter of persons, yet those that are called by His name do.  The world and those lost in it, have not observed Christians washing the feet or serving those that betray, reject, hurt, abandon, hate, or spitefully use them.  Nor have they seen Christians feed the hungry, clothe the naked, heal the sick, or taking care of the orphans and widows without letting others know what they have done.  35
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They hear Christians blame and rebuke Satan for their misfortune, poor health, dysfunctional families, and overwhelming debt – when all these things are a result of their own choices.  A choice to follow after the things of this world.  The world has seen these things in the life of the believer and God has seen all these things too.  All heaven has witnessed it in your life and in mine.  36
So, again I ask you – Are you ready?  What if - we were sitting here and looked out the window and saw a plane coming right at us.  Are you ready?  Are you absolutely sure?  37  
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All the choices you have made are set.  You don’t have a second chance.  There is no time.  This is it!  All the careless words you’ve spoken are written down, all the debts unpaid recorded.  The forgiveness you refused to give and love you withheld have all been witnessed.  38
The plane is almost here!  The doors have all been shut and there is no escape!  No time to react.  No place to run, nowhere to hide.  Your fate has been sealed.  Your life is going to be required of you – what are you going to do?  39
We have a CHOICE – each one of us has a choice.

Choose you this day whom you are going to serve.  Choose life or death, blessings or curse.  Who are you going to serve?  God or the world?  God or money?  Sickness or health?  The pleasure of the flesh or a holy life?  40
You can’t love the world or anything in it more than you love God.  If you do, the love of the Father is not in you and you will have no part in the Kingdom of Heaven.  41
To those that have an ear to hear, let him hear what the Spirit has to say to the churches.  The time is near.  Jesus said, “Behold, I am coming soon!”  My reward is with me, and I will give to everyone according to what he has done.”  42
To those that have an ear to hear, let him hear what the Spirit has to say to the churches.  “REPENT and do the things you did at first.  REPENT of your ways and eating food sacrificed to idols (The world’s way of nutrition!).  REPENT of your immorality.  Wake up – remember what you have received and heard, obey it, and REPENT.  But if you do not wake up, I will come like a thief, and you will not know when I will come to YOU!  43  

I know your deeds, that you are neither cold nor hot.  I wish you were one or the other.  So, because you are lukewarm – neither hot nor cold – I am about to spit you out of my mouth.  Those whom I love, I rebuke and discipline.  So be earnest and REPENT.  To those that have ears to hear, listen to what the Spirit of the Lord says – “Here I am!  I stand at the door and knock.  If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, I will come in and eat with him and he with Me.”  44
The time is near – Are you ready?  Whether it is the coming of the Lord, OR a plane about to crash into this building at any second – you need to be ready!  Is there any unconfessed sin in your life?  Any unforgiveness, withheld love?  Any pride, arrogance, bitterness, anger, rage, hate, malice, gossip, slander, greed, lies, or sexual immorality?  REPENT and be saved.  Though you die you yet live!  45
Place your hand in front of your mouth and blow.  What did you feel?  One, one, one, one breath!  That’s all we are guaranteed in this life is one breath.  Everything else is a gift from God and what you do with that gift is YOUR choice.  46
The Woe

Woe to me if I do not deliver the message of truth:

“The wound of my people is a serious and grievous one.  My priests dress their wounds with messages of peace and prosperity, when there is no peace for the wicked.  I detest these messages of prosperity and love of money.  They cover their sins with lies.  47  

From the least to the greatest, all are greedy for gain; prophets and priests alike, all practice deceit.  They dress the wound of my people as though it were not serious.  Peace, peace, they say when there is no peace.  Are they not ashamed of their loathsome conduct?  No, they have no shame at all; they do not even know how to blush.  The priests did not ask, where is the Lord, they preach and teach love, joy, peace, mercy, grace and forgiveness and cover the sins of my people.  48  

Hear the word of the Lord, for when I called, no one answered, when I spoke no one listened.  My people have committed two sins:  they have forsaken me, the spring of living water, and have dug their own cistern.  Because of this, your wickedness will punish you; your backsliding will rebuke you.  Consider then and realize how evil and bitter it is for you when you forsake the Lord your God and have no awe of me, declares the Lord God Almighty.  49
Hear this, you foolish and senseless people, who have eyes but do not see, who have ears, but do not hear.  Should you not fear me?, declares the Lord.  Should you not tremble in my presence?  50  

But these people have stubborn and rebellious hearts, they have turned aside and gone away.  They do not say to themselves, ‘Let us fear the Lord our God, who gives autumn and spring rains in season, who assures of the regular weeks of harvest.  Oh, my people – how I have longed to bless you.  Your wrongdoings have kept these away and your sins have deprived you of good.  51
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My people’s houses are full of deceit, they have become rich and powerful and have grown fat and sleek.  I am always on their lips, yet far from their hearts.  Their evil deeds have no limit, they do not plead the case of the fatherless to win it, they do not defend the rights of the poor.  Should I not punish them for this? declares the Lord.  Should I not avenge myself on such a nation as this?  52 

A horrible and shocking thing has happened in the land:  The prophets prophesy lies, the priests rule by their own authority, and my people love it this way.  But what will you do in the end?  53  
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This is what the Lord Almighty says:  Administer true justice, show mercy, and compassion to one another.  Do not oppress the widow or the fatherless, the alien or the poor.  In your hearts do not think evil of each other.  But they refused to pay attention, stubbornly they turned their backs and stopped their ears.  They made their hearts as hard as flint and would not listen to the law or the words that the Lord Almighty had sent by His Spirit through the earlier prophets.  Because of this the Lord was angry.  The Lord is the true God, He is the living God, the eternal King.  When He is angry, the earth trembles; the nations cannot endure His wrath.  54 

“I gave them this command:  obey me and I will be your God and you will be my people.  Walk in all the ways I command you, that it may go well with you.  But they did not listen or pay attention; instead they followed the stubborn inclinations of their evil hearts.  They went backward and not forward.  Return, faithless people; I will cure you of backsliding.”  55
“I am the Lord, and there is no other; apart from me there is no God.  I form the light and create darkness, I bring prosperity and create disaster; I, the Lord do all these things.”  56  

Therefore hear, O nations; observe, O witnesses, what will happen to them.  Hear, O earth:  I am bringing disaster on this people, the fruit of their schemes, because they have not listened to My words and have rejected My law.  57    

This is a nation that has not obeyed the Lord its God or responded to correction.  Truth has perished; it has vanished from their lips.  No one repents of his wickedness, saying, “What have I done?  Each pursues his own course like a horse charging into battle.  Even the stork in the sky knows her appointed seasons, and the dove, the swift and the thrush observe the time of their migration.  But My people do not know the requirements of the Lord.  They go from one sin to another; they do not acknowledge Me, declares the Lord.  58
‘I warned them again and again, saying “Obey me.”  But they did not listen or pay attention; instead they followed the stubbornness of their evil hearts.  So I brought on them all the curses of the covenant I had commanded them to follow but they did not keep.’  I will bring on them a disaster they cannot escape.  Although they cry out to Me, I will not listen to them.  59  
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Hear and pay attention, do not be arrogant for the Lord has spoken.  Give glory to the Lord your God before He brings the darkness.  If you ask yourself, “Why has this happened to me?” – it is because of your many SINS.  Although they fast, I will not listen to their cry; though they offer burnt offerings and grain offerings, (praise and worship), I will not accept them.  Instead, I will destroy them with the sword, famine and plague.  My heart will not go out to this people.  You have rejected me, declares the Lord.  You keep on backsliding.  So I will lay hands on you and destroy you; I can no longer show compassion.  I will sift them like wheat.  I will bring bereavement and destruction on My people, for they have not changed their ways.  I will do all these things, so that you will know that I am the Lord.  60
Turn to Me and be saved all you ends of the earth; for I am God, and there is no other.  Before Me every knee will bow; by Me every tongue will swear.  They will say of Me, ‘In the Lord alone are righteousness and strength.’  61
Cursed is the one who trusts in man, who depends on flesh for his strength and whose heart turns away from the Lord.  But blessed is the man who trusts in the Lord whose confidence is in Him.  “I the Lord search the heart and examine the mind, to reward a man according to his conduct, according to what his deeds deserve.”  Whatever is hidden will be revealed.  “Can anyone hide in a secret place so that I cannot see him?  Is not My word like fire,” declares the Lord, “and like a hammer that breaks a rock in pieces?”  62 
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I am beginning to bring disaster on the city that bears My Name, and will you indeed go unpunished?  You will NOT go unpunished, for I am calling down a SWORD upon ALL who live on the earth.  

This is what the Lord Almighty says:  “Look! Disaster is spreading from nation to nation; a mighty storm is rising from the ends of the earth.”  63  

The word of the Lord came to ME and said:  “Tell them everything I command you; DO NOT omit a word.  Perhaps they will listen and each turn from his evil way.  Then I will relent and not bring on them the disaster I was planning because of the evil they have done.  Say to them, ‘This is what the Lord says:  If you do not listen to Me and follow my law, which I have set before you, and if you do not listen to the words of My servants the prophets, whom I have sent to you again and again (though you have not listened), then I will make this house and nation an object of cursing among all the nations of the earth.”  64
“For I know the plans I have for you,” declares the Lord, plans to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future.  Then you will call upon Me and come and pray to Me, and I will listen to you.  You will seek Me and find Me when you seek Me with all your heart.  I will be found by you.  I am with you and will save you.  Though I completely destroy all the nations among which I scatter you, I will not completely destroy you.  I will discipline you but only with justice; I will not let you go entirely unpunished.  EVERYONE WILL DIE FOR HIS OWN SIN.”  65  

Your wound is incurable, your injury beyond healing.  There is no one to plead your cause, no remedy for your sore, no healing for you.  All your allies have forgotten you; they care nothing for you.  I have struck you as an enemy would and punished you as would the cruel, because your guilt is so great and your sins so many.  Why do you cry out over your wound, your pain that has no cure?  Because of your great guilt and many sins I have done these things to you.  66  

IF you return to me and devote yourself to be close to Me, I will restore you to health and heal your wounds.  I have loved you with an everlasting love; I have drawn you with loving-kindness.  I will build you up again.  This is the covenant I will make with you after that time, declares the Lord.  “I will put my law in their minds and write it on their hearts.  I will be their God and they will be My people.  67  

No longer will a man teach his neighbor, or a man his brother, saying, ‘Know the Lord,’ because they will all know Me, from the least of them to the greatest,” declares the Lord.  “For I will forgive their wickedness and will remember their sins no more.  68  
I will give them singleness of heart and action, so that they will always fear Me for their own good and the good of their children after them.  I will make an everlasting covenant with them:  I will never stop doing good to them, and I will inspire them to fear Me, so that they will never turn away from Me.  I will rejoice in doing them good, and will assuredly plant them in this land with all My heart and soul.  69  

I will cleanse them from all the sin they have committed against Me and will forgive all their sins of rebellion against Me.  Then this city will bring Me renown, joy, praise and honor before all nations on earth that hear of all the good things I do for it; and they will be in awe and will tremble at the abundant prosperity and peace I provide for it.  70  

It is not by might, nor by power, but by the Spirit.  “Make no mistake, if you turn your backs to Me and continue to follow the evil desires of your hearts, seeking peace and prosperity without following My commands I will bring upon you every disaster pronounced against you.”  Seek not after the things of this world, rather seek the Lord while He may be found and all these things will be added to you.  REPENT AND DO WHAT IS RIGHT IN MY SIGHT.  71    
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Recognize the day and the hour of which you are in.  I have spoken to you again and again, yet you have not obeyed me.  Again and again I sent all my servants the prophets to you.  They said, “Each of you must turn from your wicked ways and reform your actions; do not follow other gods to serve them.  Then you will live in the land I have given to you and your fathers.”  But you have not paid attention or listened to Me.  I said Listen!  I spoke, but they did not listen; I called to them, but they did not answer.  To this day they have not humbled themselves or shown reverence, nor have they followed my law and the decrees I set before you.  Perhaps when people hear about every disaster I plan to inflict on them, each of them will turn from His wicked way; then I will forgive their wickedness and sin.  72    

The visions of your prophets were false and worthless; they did not expose your sin to ward off your captivity.  The oracles they gave you were false and misleading.  Is not from the mouth of the Most High that both CALAMITIES and GOOD things come?  Why should any living man complain when punished for his sins?  73  
Let us examine our ways and test them, and let us return to the Lord.  Let us lift up our hearts and our hands to God in heaven, and say:  ‘We have sinned and rebelled and You have not forgiven.’  Let your tears flow like a river day and night; give yourself no relief, your eyes no rest.  Arise, cry out in the night as the watches of the night begin; pour out your heart like water in the presence of the Lord.  Lift up your hands to Him for the lives of your children.  74  

“Even now,” declares the Lord, “return to Me with all your heart, with fasting and weeping and mourning.”  Rend your heart and not your garments.  Return to the Lord your God for He is gracious and compassionate, slow to anger and abounding in love, and He relents from sending calamity.  Who knows?  He may turn and have pity and leave behind a blessing.  75  

Not everyone who says to Me ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only he who does the will of My Father who is in heaven.  Many will say to Me on that day, ‘Lord, Lord did we not prophesy in Your name, and in Your name drive out demons and perform many miracles?  Then I will tell them plainly, ‘I NEVER KNEW YOU.  Away from me, you evil doers!’  76 
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“Fear God, and give Him glory, because the hour of His judgment has come.  Worship Him who made the heavens, the earth, the sea and the springs of water.”  Repent.  Obey God’s commandments and remain faithful to Jesus.  Judgment awaits mankind that does not repent - of the work of their hands, the worshipping of demons, and idols of gold, silver, bronze, stone and wood – idols that cannot see or hear or walk.  Judgment also awaits those that do not repent of their murders, their magic arts, their sexual immorality or their thefts.  77  

Persecution WILL come to those who OBEY God’s commandments and hold to the testimony of JESUS.  This calls for patient endurance and faithfulness on the part of the saints.  Fear God and give Him glory, because the hour of His judgment has come!  Worship God!  For the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophesy.  78  

Choose you this day whom you are going to serve.  Choose life or death, blessings or curse.  Who are you going to serve?  God or the world?  God or money?  Sickness or health?  The pleasure of the flesh or a holy life?  79
You can’t love the world or anything in it more than you love God.  If you do, the love of the Father is not in you and you will have no part in the Kingdom of Heaven.  80

But if you do not wake up, I will come like a thief, and you will not know when I will come to YOU!  82  
I know your deeds, that you are neither cold nor hot.  I wish you were one or the other.  So, because you are lukewarm – neither hot nor cold – I am about to spit you out of my mouth.  Those whom I love, I rebuke and discipline.  So be earnest and REPENT.  To those that have ears to hear, listen to what the Spirit of the Lord says – “Here I am!  I stand at the door and knock.  If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, I will come in and eat with him and he with Me.”  83
If you do not repent, I will come to you and remove your lampstand from its place.  Do not be afraid of what you are about to suffer.  I tell you, the devil will put some of you in prison to test you, and you will suffer persecution for ten days.  Be faithful, even to the point of death.  Repent of your practices of eating food sacrificed to idols and sexual immorality, otherwise, I will soon come to you and will fight against you with the sword of My mouth.  84  

You tolerate that woman Jezebel, who calls herself a prophetess.  By her teaching she misleads my servants into sexual immorality and the eating of food sacrificed to idols.  I have given her time to repent of her immorality, but she is unwilling.  So I will cast her on a bed of suffering, and I will make those who commit adultery with her suffer intensely, unless they repent of her ways.  85
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I will strike her children dead.  Then all the churches will know that I AM HE who searches hearts and minds, and I will repay each of you according to your deeds.  86  

I know your deeds you have a reputation of being alive, but you are dead.  Again, I say -Wake up!  Strengthen what remains and is about to die, for I have not found your deeds complete in the sight of my God.  Remember, therefore, what you have received, and heard; obey it and repent.  But if you do not wake up, I WILL come like a thief, and you will not know at what time I will come to YOU!  I know your deeds, that you are neither cold nor hot.  I wish you were either one or the other!  So, because you are lukewarm – neither hot nor cold – I am about to spit you out of my mouth.  87  

You say, ‘I am rich; I have acquired wealth and do not need a thing.’  But you do not realize that you are wretched, pitiful, poor, blind and naked.  I counsel you to buy from me gold refined in the fire, so you can become rich; and white clothes to wear, so you can cover your shameful nakedness; and salve to put on your eyes, so you can see.  Those whom I love I rebuke and discipline.  So again I say - be earnest and REPENT.  88  

“Here I am!  I stand at the door and knock.  If anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in and eat with Him, and he with Me.  All day long, I hold out My hands and I call to you.”  89  

God’s wrath will be poured out on the earth and the people will be scorched with fire.  They will be seared with intense heat.  God has control over these plagues, yet you continue to curse Him, and refuse to repent and glorify Him.  Men will gnaw their tongues in agony and curse the God of heaven because of their pains and their sores, but they refuse to repent of what they have done.  Repent and be saved from this terrible suffering that is about to come upon the earth and the churches.  Repent for the day and the hour is at hand!  90
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Continued below…

Gethsemane
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A few years ago I visited ISRAEL, and during this trip I had a very intense experience with the Lord in the Garden of Gethsemane and in the cave where Jesus was taken.  A still small voice came to me and said, “Sandy, I saw you under the Olive tree.”  I couldn’t believe my ears.  I heard this voice the very first day when we were on Mt. Meggido.  It said, “I saw you under the Olive tree”, and I thought I was remembering a scripture wrong.  I cried, “My Lord, when?”  I was so overcome by the pain, grief, and sorrow in the cave, that the Garden of Gethsemane was not even on my mind.  The voice said, “Sandy, I saw you under the Olive tree – where you prayed.  You could have asked for anything, but you asked to:  See with My eyes, to hear with My ears, and to feel with My heart.  You asked to feel love -unconditional love.”  I began to cry even harder.  91  

The voice said, “That is exactly what happened.  You have been concerned about being judgmental and I allowed you to see with My eyes.  You opened your eyes once in the cave and you saw only darkness surrounding the people.  That is how it is when they deny Me, turn their backs on Me and follow the desires, passions, and things of this world.  They are in utter darkness.  You asked to hear with My ears, and you did.  The rocks resonated My cries and prayers in that cave.  You heard Me.  You asked to feel with My heart, and you did.  The sorrow, grief, pain, and loss that you felt was Me.  I cried through you as I did when I was betrayed, arrested, denied, convicted, mocked, spit on, and beaten.  I did not cry for Myself, but for those that have turned their backs on Me and following My commands.  They are lost and doomed for utter darkness if they do not stop, turn around, confess their sins and repent before it is too late.  92  


At this point, I was shaking uncontrollably with quiet sobbing.  I only had one more question.  “My Lord, why me?  I am a woman of unclean lips and impure heart.  Why did you choose me?”  I could not understand why He chose me to pour out His love on and to show me such an important revelation.  Then the answer came:  93
“I chose you before the beginning of time.  I called you out and set you apart for a day such as this.  I chose the weak and foolish things of this world to confound the wise.  And a little child shall lead them.  You are my chosen one.  I allowed you to live in this world and become a part of this world.  Yes, in all the sin that you committed.  So that you could take My MESSAGE to the people, that you were the worst of sinners, but you turned from your wicked ways, confessed your sins and repented.  You obeyed my commands and sought to follow Me above and beyond everything else with all your heart.   In My mercy, grace, love and compassion, I forgave you and wrote your name in the Lambs Book of Life.”  94
“You asked to see with My eyes, hear with My ears, and feel with My heart.  Your heart was so broken and searching to find me.  You wanted to know if you would be with Me and would you be able to enter into the kingdom of heaven.  I allowed you to see a glimpse, as a deposit, that the gates of that city are the brightest white.  Even though you follow Me and search after Me with all your heart, you still had doubt as to your salvation.  Don’t you see that you not only hear My word, you obey My commands, and you put them into practice.  You are a willing vessel.  You are no longer a woman of impure heart and unclean lips.  You have purified your heart and daily crucify your flesh.  You seek after My will not yours with all your heart, mind, body, soul, and strength.  I am pleased by that.  You were invited in.  You were chosen.  And, yes, it was Me who came to you in the garden.  Just like Mary who mistook Me for the gardener, you knew in your heart it was Me.  Now that you see fully and believe, take my message to the people.”  95  

His message is to:  REPENT and be saved!

   As you have just heard – The Message is a divinely inspired word that is important for the day and hour that we live in.  The words given are directed to the Church and the condition of the body.  It speaks of the health of the body, mind, spirit, and soul.  It details how the world sees God’s people and it poses a very thought-provoking question:  Are you Ready?  Woven in the message is a concurrent thread that no one knows the day or the hour that their life will be required.  It challenges the attitudes of the heart, mind, body, spirit, and soul.  The message exposes the hidden secrets that only each man’s spirit knows. The word is living and active, cuts joint and marrow dividing spirit and soul as it speaks of truth.  Uncovered and laid bare for all to see are the deeds done and choices made.  For those that have ears to hear it is a call to get ready.  It is a warning and a message of correction and rebuke as the time is near.  The overall message is a call to REPENTANCE for the believer and unbeliever.  It is a message of hope, mercy, and love, God’s love and a message of choice, for everyone that has ears to hear what the Spirit of the Lord has to say to the Churches.  96  
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Some Final Words

Jesus said:  I am the Way, the Truth and the Life.  If you accept the Word of truth, then you accept that:  Man does NOT live on bread alone, but on every word that comes from the mouth of God.  97
O Lord, do not your eyes look for truth?  You struck them, but they felt no pain; you crushed them, but they refused correction.  They made their faces harder than stone and refused to repent.   98
My people are fools; they do not know me.  They are senseless children; they have no understanding.  They are skilled in doing evil; they know not how to do good.  99
Do not love the world or anything in the world.  If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him.  100
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This is how we know what love is:  Jesus Christ laid down his life for us.  And we ought to lay down our lives for our brothers.  If anyone has material possessions and sees his brother in need but has not pity on him, how can the love of God be in him?

   Dear children, let us not love with words or tongue but with actions and in truth.  This then is how we know that we belong to the truth, and how we set our hearts at rest in his presence whenever our hearts condemn us.  For God is greater than our hearts, and he knows everything.

   Dear friends, if our hearts do not condemn us, we have confidence before God and receive from Him anything we ask, because we obey His commands and do what pleases Him.

   And this is his command:  to believe in the name of His Son, Jesus Christ, and to love one another as He commanded us.  Those who obey His commands live in Him, and He in them.  And this is how we know that He lives in us:  We know it by the Spirit He gave us.  101
We are from God and whoever knows God listens to us; but whoever is not from God does not listen to us.  This is how we recognize the Spirit of truth and the spirit of falsehood.  102
He who belongs to God hears what God says.  The reason you do not hear is that you do not belong to God.  103
Your wickedness WILL punish you; your backsliding WILL rebuke you.  Consider then and realize how evil and bitter it is for you when you forsake the Lord your God and have no awe of Me, declares the Lord, the Lord Almighty.  104
REMEMBER – If we claim to be without sin we deceive ourselves and the truth is not in us.  If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness.  If we claim we have not sinned, we make Him out to be a liar and His word (JESUS) has NO place in our lives.  105
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If we deliberately keep on sinning after we have received the knowledge of the truth, no sacrifice for sins is left, but only a fearful expectation of judgment and of raging fire that will consume the enemies of God.  

   Anyone who rejected the law of Moses died without mercy on the testimony of two or three witnesses.  How much more severely do you think a man deserves to be punished who has trampled the Son of God under foot, who has treated as an unholy thing the blood of the covenant that sanctified him, and who has insulted the Spirit of grace?

   For we know Him who said, “It is mine to avenge; I will repay;” and again, “The Lord will judge His people.”  It is a dreadful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.  106   

Let us examine our ways and test them and let us return to the Lord.  Let us lift up our hearts and our hands to God in heaven and say:  We have sinned and rebelled and you have not forgiven.  107
But if we judged ourselves, we would not come under judgment.  When we are judged by the Lord, we are being disciplined so that we will not be condemned with the world.  108 

Again I say, not I but the Spirit of the Lord –

Return…declares the Lord,…for I am merciful.  ‘I will not be angry forever.  Only acknowledge your guilt – you have rebelled against the Lord your God – and have not obeyed Me; declares the Lord.  Return faithless people.  109
Don’t You SEE – 

God is calling His people, believer and unbeliever to RETURN, before it is too late!  Since the beginning of time when man chose to ignore God’s command up to the time of Jesus – God had desired man to be reconciled to Him.  This reconciliation was accomplished through Jesus.  However, since the time of Jesus to now – man has perverted his ways, forsaken God, disobeyed His commands, and refused correction.  Yet, He has warned us over and over again to return and what will happen if we don’t.  110
We can see examples of this in the Word, where the Lord shares His thoughts with Abraham.  He said, “The outcry against Sodom and Gomorrah is so great and their sin so grievous that I will go down and see if what they have done is as bad as the outcry that has reached Me.  If not, I will know.”  111  

…Abraham approached Him and said, “Will You sweep away the righteous with the wicked?  What if there are fifty righteous people in the city?  Will You really sweep it away and not spare the place for the sake of fifty righteous people in it?  Far be it from You to do such a thing – to kill the righteous and the wicked alike.  Far be it from You!  Will not the Judge of all the earth do right?”

   The Lord said, “If I find fifty righteous people in the city of Sodom, I will spare the whole place for their sake.”  Then Abraham spoke up again:  “Now that I have been so bold as to speak to the Lord, though I am nothing but dust and ashes, what if the number of the righteous is five less than fifty?  Will You destroy the whole city because of five people?”

   “If I find forty-five there,” He said, “I will not destroy it.”  Once again he spoke to Him, “What if only forty are found there?”  He said, “For the sake of forty, I will not do it.”  Then he said, “May the Lord not be angry, but let me speak.  What if only thirty can be found there?”  He answered, “I will not do it if I find thirty there.”  

   Abraham said, “Now that I have been so bold as to speak to the Lord, what if only twenty can be found there?  He said, “For the sake of twenty, I will not destroy it.”  Then he said, “May the Lord not be angry, but let me speak just once more.  What if only ten can be found there?”  

   He answered, “for the sake of ten, I will not destroy it.” When the Lord had finished speaking with Abraham, He left.  112  

The reason Abraham was insistent on asking the Lord about the number of righteous is because his nephew Lot, and his family were in Sodom.  Abraham was afraid they would be destroyed with the wicked.  So He pleaded with the Lord not to destroy the entire city for their sake.

Well you know the rest of the story – the Lord sent His two angels to Sodom and Gomorrah, where they witnessed such wicked, perverse, evil, and immoral behavior from all the inhabitants with the exception of Lot, who insisted the two angels disguised as travelers go with him instead of spending the night in the square.  Lot knew the dangers of staying on the street and offered hospitality to the strangers.  When all the men from every part of the city – both young and old surrounded Lot’s house – they beat on the door and demanded the strangers be brought out so they could “know them”.  Lot refused and offered his two virgin daughters to the ravenous and unruly crowd – in order to protect the two men who had come under the protection of his roof.  113  

The angels saw there was only ONE righteous man among the entire city – Lot.  Then they revealed themselves to Lot.  They told him “to take his family and get them out of here, because we are going to destroy this place.  The outcry to the Lord against its people is so great that He has sent us to destroy it.”  They hesitated and the angels had to drag them out and lead them to safety.  Lot and his family were told:  “don’t look back or you will be swept away.”  They were spared from the destruction, but had one last test of faith to pass – “don’t look back!”  Lot’s wife looked back as she longed for what she was leaving behind and because of her disobedience, she was turned into a pillar of salt.  114
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Remember – God said for the sake of ten He would not destroy it.  So when God destroyed the cities of the plain, He remembered Abraham, and He brought Lot out of the catastrophe that overthrew the cities where Lot lived.  115  

Because of the wickedness of the people living there, the Lord overthrew those cities and the entire plain, including all those living in the cities – and also the vegetation in the land.  There was not even a trace of their existence left!  116
“The people of Sodom were arrogant, overfed and unconcerned; they did not help the poor and needy.  They were haughty and did detestable things before Me, therefore I did away with them - declares the Lord.”  Because of the corruption, wickedness, and detestable deeds of their inhabitants, they were destroyed.  Only 3 people were spared.  Their massive destruction stands as a warning to us – that God does hear the outcry of the poor, needy, and oppressed.  117
During the time of NOAH – The Lord saw how great man’s wickedness on the earth had become and that every inclination of the thoughts of his heart was evil all the time.  The Lord was grieved that He had made man on the earth and His heart was filled with pain.  So He wiped all mankind – men and animals from the face of the earth.  But Noah found favor in the eyes of the Lord…God established His covenant with Noah and spared him and his family – because Noah was a righteous man, blameless among the people of his time, and he walked with God.  118  

Now the earth was corrupt in God’s sight and was full of violence.  God saw how corrupt the earth had become, for all the people on the earth had corrupted their ways.  So God said to Noah, ‘I am going to put an end to all people, for the earth is filled with violence because of them.  I am surely going to destroy both them and the earth…  119
I am going to bring floodwaters on the earth to destroy all life under the heavens, every creature that has the breath of life in it.  Everything on the earth will perish.  Only 8 people were spared – in the whole earth.  120
After the flood – God said:  ‘Never again will all life be cut off by the waters of a flood; never again will there be a flood to destroy the earth.  121
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But God WILL destroy the earth with FIRE, because of the wickedness, violence, corruption, and evil deeds done by all.  Only a few survived when God destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah and every living creature on the earth perished during the time of Noah.  So, also, only a remnant will survive when He brings judgment and fire upon the earth.  122  

We are fools if we think what He has spoken will not come to pass!  The judgment of God will fall upon the earth and all its inhabitants.  No one will escape His wrath and judgment.  123  

And one day Christ will return again, but make no mistake - there is a time of tribulation coming upon the earth and all those that live in it.  Whether you believe it or not – it will happen because He forewarned us.  124  

For then there will be great distress, unequaled from the beginning of the world until now – never to be equaled again.  If those days had not been cut short, no one would survive, but for the sake of the elect those days will be shortened.  125
See, the Lord is going to lay waste the earth and devastate it; He will ruin its face and scatter its inhabitants – it will be the same for priest as for people, for master as for servant; for mistress as for maid, for seller as for buyer, for borrower as for lender, for debtor as for creditor. 

   The earth will be completely laid waste and totally plundered.  The Lord has spoken this word.
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    The earth dries up and withers, the world languishes and withers, the exalted of the earth languish.  The earth is defiled by its people; they have disobeyed the laws, violated the statutes and broken the everlasting covenant.  

   Therefore a curse consumes the earth; its people must bear their guilt.  Therefore the earth’s inhabitants are burned up, and very few are left.  … Terror and pit and snare await you, O people of the earth.  126
“Surely the day is coming; it will burn like a furnace.  All the arrogant, and every evildoer will be stubble, and that day that is coming will set them on fire.” Says the Lord Almighty.  Not a root or a branch will be left to them.  But for you who revere my name, the sun of righteousness will rise with healing in its wings.  127
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Many believers think that just because they call upon the name of the Lord - they will be saved from the tribulation, and they’ll be taken up in the Rapture.  Jesus said, many will come to Him and say:  ‘Lord, Lord did we not prophesy in Your name, and in Your name drive out demons and perform many miracles?  Then I will tell them plainly, ‘I NEVER KNEW YOU.  Away from me, you evil doers!’  128 
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Just because you believe in Christ does not mean that you will escape the time of tribulation.  Those that believe, yet do not repent of their sins and obey His commands will face this terrible time.  The tribulation period will come upon all the inhabitants of the earth and it is going to be a time of testing.  Only those who stand firm in their faith in the Lord Jesus Christ will be saved.  129  
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If you are left behind you may still have hope – if you stand firm in your faith even to the point of death and do what is right in His sight, the Lord says there are some who overcome.  Those left behind will suffer intensely and terrible persecution but there will be many that will overcome sin and the things of this world, just as Jesus did.  130
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There is a promise for those that overcome and have come out of the great tribulation – they will be given white robes to wear.  Because they have washed their robes and made them white in the blood of the Lamb…Therefore they are before the throne of God and serve Him day and night in His temple and He who sits on the throne will spread His tent over them.  Never again will they hunger; never again will they thirst.  The sun will not beat upon them, nor any scorching heat.  For the Lamb at the center of the throne will be their Shepherd; He will lead them to springs of living water.  And God will wipe away every tear from their eyes.  131  

The times is near.  Let him who does wrong continue to do wrong; let him who is vile continue to be vile; let him who does right continue to do right; and let him who is holy continue to be holy.  132
Jesus said:  “Behold, I am coming soon!  My reward is with Me, and I will give to everyone according to what he has done.  I am the Alpha and the Omega, the First and the Last, the Beginning and the End.  Blessed are those who wash their robes, that they may have the right to the tree of life and may go through the gates into the city.  

   Outside are the dogs, those who practice magic arts, the sexually immoral, the murderers, the idolater and everyone who loves and practices falsehood.

   I Jesus, have sent my angel to give you this testimony for the churches.  I am the Root and the Offspring of David, and the bright Morning Star.”  133  

The Spirit and the bride say, “Come!”  And let him who hears say, “Come!”  Whoever is thirsty, let him come; and whoever wishes, let him take the free gift of the water of life.  134  
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“Come, all you who are thirsty, come to the waters; and you who have no money, come, buy and eat!  Come, buy wine and milk without money and without cost.  Why spend money on what is not bread, and your labor on what does not satisfy?  

   Listen, listen to Me, and eat what is good, and your soul will delight in the richest of fare.  Give ear and come to Me; hear Me, that your soul may live.  135    

Seek the Lord while He may be found; call on Him while He is near.  Let the wicked forsake his way and the evil man his thoughts.  Let him turn to the Lord, and He will have mercy on him, and to our God, for he will freely pardon.  

   For My thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways My ways, declares the Lord.  As the heavens are higher than the earth, so are My ways higher than your ways and My thoughts than your thoughts.  136
Jesus Christ, the righteous one – is the atoning sacrifice for our sins, and not only for ours but also for the sins of the whole world.  137
Everyone who believes that Jesus is the Christ is born of God, and everyone who loves the Father loves the child as well.  This is how we know that we love the children of God:  by loving God and carrying out his commands.  This is love for God:  to obey His commands.  And His commands are not burdensome, for everyone born of God overcomes the world.  This is the victory that has overcome the world, even our faith.  Who is it that overcomes the world?  Only he who believes that Jesus is the Son of God.  138
Anyone who believes in the Son of God has this testimony in his heart.  Anyone who does not believe God has made Him out to be a liar, because he has not believed the testimony God has given about His Son.  And this is the testimony:  God has given us eternal life, and this life is in His Son.  He who has the Son has life; he who does not have the Son of God does not have life.  139
We know that we have come to know Him if we obey His commands.  The man who says, “I know Him,” but does not do what He commands is a liar, and the truth is not in him.  But if anyone obeys His word, God’s love is truly made complete in him.  This is how we know we are in Him:  Whoever claims to live in Him must walk as Jesus did. 140
While God offers you the free gift of eternal life through His Son Jesus, no one will escape the judgment of God.  Not one!  While there is still time – you can repent of your sins, fear God and obey His commands starting today, this day.  141  

But to those that don’t believe His word –  142
…You must understand that in the last days scoffers will come, scoffing and following there own evil desires.  They will say, “Where is this ‘coming,’ He promised?  Ever since our fathers died, everything goes on as it has since the beginning of creation.”  But they deliberately forget that long ago by God’s word the heavens existed and the earth was formed out of water and by water.  By those waters also the world of that time was deluged and destroyed.  By the same word the present heavens and earth are reserved for FIRE, being kept for the day of judgment and destruction of ungodly men.

   But don’t forget this one thing, dear friends:  With the Lord a day is like a thousand years, and a thousand years are like a day.  The Lord is not slow in keeping his promise, as some understand slowness.  He is patient with you, not wanting anyone to perish, but everyone to come to repentance.

   But the day of the Lord will come like a thief.  The heavens will disappear with a roar; the elements will be destroyed by fire, and the earth and everything in it will be laid bare (and burned up).  

   Since everything will be destroyed in this way, what kind of people ought you to be?  You ought to live holy and godly lives as you look forward to the day of God and speed its coming.  That day will bring destruction of the heavens by fire, and the elements will melt in the heat…Make every effort to be found spotless, blameless and at peace with him.  Bear in mind that our Lord’s patience means salvation.  143   

For it is time for judgment to begin with the family of God; and if it begins with us, what will the outcome be for those who do not obey the gospel of God?  And, ‘If it is hard for the righteous to be saved, what will become of the ungodly and the sinner?’  144 
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…For we will all stand before God’s judgment seat.  It is written:  As surely as I live, says the Lord, every knee will bow before Me, every tongue will confess to God.  So, then each of us will give an account of himself to God.  145
The end of all things is near.  Therefore be clear-minded and self-controlled so that you can pray.  Above all, love each other deeply, because love covers over a multitude of sins.  146
…Make every effort to try to add to your faith - goodness; and to goodness, knowledge; and to knowledge, self-control; and to self-control, perseverance; and to perseverance, godliness; and to godliness, brotherly kindness; and to brotherly kindness, love.  For if you possess these qualities in increasing measure, they will keep you from being ineffective and unproductive in your knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ.  But if anyone does not have them, he is nearsighted and blind, and has forgotten that he has been cleansed from his past sins.  147
Take heart, the Lord has said there’s still time:  148
For my own name’s sake I delay my wrath; for the sake of my praise I hold it back from you, so as not to cut you off.  See I have refined you, though not as silver; I have tested you in the furnace of affliction.  For my own sake, for my own sake, I do this.  How can I let myself be defamed?  I will not yield my glory to another.  149  
Another example of God’s warning and how all it takes is ONE  -

Go up and down the streets of Jerusalem, look around and consider, search through her squares.  If you can find but one person who deals honestly and seeks the truth, I will forgive this city.  150
The Lord has spoken to us many times and told us that “Not One Is Upright”.  He has warned us and given us time to acknowledge our sins, confess, and repent.  Yet, all have rebelled against Him, backslidden, and refused correction.  In spite of all His correction, they refused to repent.  151
He said, “Why should I forgive you?  Your children have forsaken me and sworn by gods that are not gods.  I supplied all their needs, yet they committed adultery and thronged to the houses of prostitutes.  They are well-fed lusty stallions, each neighing for another man’s wife.  Should I not punish them for this?  Declares the Lord.  Should I not avenge myself on such a nation as this?”  152
“They have lied about the Lord; they said, “He will do nothing!  No harm will come to us; we will never see sword or famine.  The prophets are but wind and the word is not in them; so let what they say be done to them.”

   Therefore this is what the Lord God Almighty says:  “Because the people have spoken these words, I will make my words in your mouth a fire and these people the wood it consumes.”  153
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Their evil deeds have no limit; they do not plead the case of the fatherless to win it, they do not defend the rights of the poor.  Should I not punish them for this?  Declares the Lord.  Should I not avenge myself on such a nation as this?  154  

This city must be punished it is filled with oppression.  As a well pours out its water, so she pours out her wickedness.  Violence and destruction resound in her; her sickness and wounds are ever before me.  Take warning from what has happened in Jerusalem declares the Lord – or I will turn away from you.  155  

To whom can I speak and give warning?  Who will listen to me?  Their ears are closed so they cannot hear.  The word of the Lord is offensive to them; they find no pleasure in it.  But I am full of the wrath of the Lord, and I cannot hold it in.  This is what the Lord says:  ‘Stand at the crossroads and look; ask for the ancient paths, ask where the good way is and walk in it, and you will find rest for your souls.’  156
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But you said, ‘We will not walk in it.’  I appointed watchmen over you and said, ‘Listen to the sound of the trumpet!’  But you said, ‘We will not listen.’  Therefore hear, O nations; observe, O witnesses, what will happen to them.  Hear, O earth:  I am bringing disaster on this people, the fruit of their schemes, because they have not listened to my words and have rejected my law.  157
This is the nation that has not obeyed the Lord its God or responded to correction.  Truth has perished; it has vanished from their lips.  But I have been watching!  Declares the Lord.  While you were doing all these things, I spoke to you again and again, but you did not answer.  158       
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...Is this not what it means to know me, declares the Lord – to do what is right and just; to defend the cause of the poor and needy?  159  

Don’t you realize that God has not only corrected us with His Word, and gave us examples of His judgment and punishment for sin, but He has warned us of the coming disasters - natural and man-made.  He said:  160
“Watch out that no one deceives you.  For many will come in my name, claiming, ‘I am the Christ,’ and will deceive many.  You will hear of wars and rumors of wars, but see to it that you are not alarmed.  Such things must happen, but the end is still to come.  Nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom.  There will be famines and earthquakes in various places.  All these are the beginning of birth pains.”  161
Then you will be handed over to be persecuted and put to death, and you will be hated by all nations because of me.  At that time many will turn away from the faith and will betray and hate each other, and many false prophets will appear and deceive many people. Because of the increase of wickedness, the love of most will grow cold, but he who stands firm to the end will be saved.  
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   And the gospel of the kingdom will be preached in the whole world as a testimony to all nations, and then the end will come.  162  

How dreadful it will be in those days – for then there will be great distress, unequaled from the beginning of the world until now – and never to be equaled again.  At that time if anyone says to you, ‘Look, here is the Christ!’ or, ‘There He is!’ do not believe it.  For false Christs and false prophets will appear and perform great signs and miracles to deceive even the elect – if that were possible.  163
See I have told you ahead of time.   ‘So if anyone tells you, ‘There He is, out in the dessert,’ do not go out; or, ‘Here He is, in the inner rooms,’ do not believe it.  For as lightening that comes from the east is visible even in the west, so will be the coming of the Son of Man.  164
At that time the sign of the Son of Man will appear in the sky, and all the nations of the earth will mourn.  They will see the Son of Man coming on the clouds of the sky, with power and great glory.  And He will send His angels with a loud trumpet call, and they will gather His elect from the four winds, from one end of the heavens to the other.  165
Now learn this lesson from the fig tree:  As soon as its twigs get tender and its leaves come out, you know that it is near, right at the door.  I tell you the truth, this generation will certainly not pass away until all these things have happened.  Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will never pass away.  166
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No one knows about that day or hour, not even the angels in heaven, nor the Son, but only the Father.  As it was in the days of Noah, so it will be at the coming of the Son of Man.  For in the days before the flood, people were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, up to the day Noah entered the ark; and they knew nothing about what would happen until the flood came and took them all away. 
That is how it will be at the coming of the Son of Man (Jesus).  Two men will be in the field; one will be taken and the other left.  Two women will be grinding with a hand mill; one will be taken and the other left.  167
Therefore keep watch, because you do not know on what day your Lord will come.  But understand this:  If the owner of the house had known at what time of the night that the thief was coming, he would have kept watch and would not have let his house be broken into.  So you also must be ready, because the Son of Man will COME at an HOUR when you do NOT EXPECT him.  168
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It is clear that He has FOREWARNED us of disasters, His second coming, His judgment, and how it will be when He begins to destroy the wicked by the sword, famine, and plague.  You can look around you at the SIGNS and see.  But many are not paying attention and will be swept away.  Therefore keep watch, because you do not know the day or the hour.  169
This will happen when the Lord Jesus is revealed from heaven in blazing fire with His powerful angels.  He will punish those who do not know God and do not obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus.  They will be punished with everlasting destruction and shut out from the presence of the Lord and from the majesty of His power on the day He comes to be glorified in His holy people and be marveled at among all those who have believed.  170  

These are the words of Him who is holy and true, who holds the key of David.  What He opens no one can shut, and what He shuts no one can open.  171  

I know your deeds.  See, I have placed before you an open door that no one can shut.  172
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Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened.  173
Make every effort to enter through the narrow door, because many, I tell you will try to enter and will not be able to.  Once the owner of the house gets up and closes the door, you will stand outside knocking and pleading, ‘Sir open the door to us.’  But he will answer, ‘I don’t know you or where you come from.’…  ‘Away from me you evildoers!’  174
But to those that have an ear to hear what the Spirit has to say to the churches, He says:  “Here I am!  I stand at the door and knock.  If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, I will come in and eat with him and he with Me.”  175
The Judge is standing at the door.  Testing will surely come.  Your faith will be tested.  On September 11th, the faith of many were tested that day.  This truly was a WAKE-UP CALL and a CALL TO GET READY for ALL who live on the earth.  176  
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The word of the Lord came to ME and revealed to me a SIGN of the DAY and HOUR in which we live in.  It relates to what happened on September 11th.  He took me to Zechariah 6:1-5 which says:    

“I looked up again – and there before were four chariots coming out from between two mountains – mountains of bronze!  The first chariot had red horses, the second black, the third white, and the fourth dappled – all of them powerful.  I asked the angel who was speaking to me, “What are these, my lord?”  Than angel answered me, ‘These are the four spirits of heaven going out from standing in the presence of the Lord of the whole world.”  177
The Spirit of the Lord then took me to Revelations 6:1- 4.  It says:

“I watched as the Lamb opened the first of the seven seals.  Then I heard one of the four living creatures say in a voice like thunder, “Come!”  I looked and there before me was a white horse!  It’s rider held a bow, and he was given a crown, and he rode out as a conqueror bent on conquest.  When the Lamb opened the second seal, I heard the second living creature say, “Come!”  Then another horse came out, a fiery red one.  Its rider was given power to take peace from the earth and to make men slay each other.  To him was given a large sword.”  178
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The revelation of the prophecy was this:

There were four chariots.  What do chariots do?  They carry people.  How many planes were there on September 11th?  Four.  What do planes carry?  People.  

~
There were two mountains, mountains of bronze.  The World Trade Center towered above the skyline like two mountains.  They were made of stone and bronze – concrete and steel.   

~
When the second seal was opened – another horse came out, a fiery red one.  
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~
When the second plane hit the tower there was a fiery red explosion.  

~
The first chariot had red horses.  It’s rider was given power to take peace from the earth and make men slay each other.  To him was given a large sword.

~
This is exactly what has happened since September 11th, peace has been taken from the entire earth.  Men are slaying each other – just look at the middle east and other parts of the world!

~
A large sword was given as the United States has declared war on terror.  Many nations have joined in and this is just the beginning.  The deaths rise daily.  179
All these things which happened on September 11th were foretold by God – they were spoken as a warning of what was and is to come.  MAKE NO MISTAKE - God allowed it.  He gave the large sword to those who were given the power of choice to exercise their free will.  As a result what was foreordained came to pass.  The prophecy Jesus spoke is being fulfilled in this day and time.  In one hour on September 11th disaster rocked our nation and rippled throughout the world.  You must understand what is happening was predestined – it should not take you by surprise IF YOU KNOW the Word of God.  180

After September 11th two stories emerged that demonstrate the power of God’s Word.  When  the hijacked plane over Pennsylvania crashed to THE ground, there were few, if any remains to be recovered.  Yet, near the crash sight was a  that belonged to one of the passengers.  His Word remained!  Also, buried under tons of World Trade Center steel and rubble, rescue workers found a page from the Bible that spoke of a tower that reached to the heavens from Genesis 11 – the story of the Tower of Babel.  After more than 93 days of fires, the frail page from the scriptures was discovered by a photographer.  The verse was discovered where the south tower once stood, during the recovery of a civilian.  While the photographer took the discovery as a positive sign, others note that the story of the tower of Babel found mankind exalting itself and building a tower to reach heaven.  Men felt there was nothing they could not do.  Admidst the tragedy, God’s word remained!  

He said:  Heaven and earth may pass away but my word will remain forever.  181
The interpretation of the revelations continued to come to me, but I will give you only one final word on this prophecy, when the third seal was opened it speaks of economic distress.  Just look at what is happening with the major companies that are beginning to fall.  When they crumble and fall it affects everyone and the economy of not just one nation – but all nations!  182
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Things will never be the same – a chain of events were unleashed on September 11th, that were prophesied in the Word of God and since that day, there is NO PEACE for the world!  This is just the beginning of the coming disasters.  Jesus Himself said:  “Do not suppose that I have come to bring peace, but a sword.”  183
People – don’t you SEE, don’t you HEAR? – The trumpet has sounded!  My heart pounds within me, I cannot keep silent!  For I have heard the sound of the trumpet; I have heard the battle cry!  Disaster follows disaster; the whole land lies in ruins.  184  

The days are coming, declares the Sovereign Lord, when I will send a famine throughout the land – not a famine of food or a thirst for water, but a famine of hearing the words of the Lord.  185
HEAR the word of the Lord –
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When I bring the sword against a land – and a watchman – sees the sword coming against the land and blows the trumpet to warn the people, then if anyone hears the trumpet but does not take warning and the sword comes and takes his own life, his blood will be on his own head.  If he had taken warning he would have saved himself.  

   But if the watchman sees the sword coming and does not blow the trumpet to warn the people and the sword comes and takes the life of one of them, that man will be taken away because of his sin, but I will hold the watchman accountable for his blood.’  186  

As a watchman, woe to me if I do not tell you to – “Choose you this day whom you are going to serve.  Choose life or death, blessings or curse.”  Today – this day - CHOOSE!  187
Woe to you who long for the day of the Lord!  Why do you long for the day of the Lord?  That day will be darkness, not light.  188
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People – I have seen the sword and I have heard the trumpet!  Please!  Please! - Listen to the Word of the Lord and heed His warnings.  The day and the hour have come for you to wake up! - to get ready before the coming day of the Lord!  Mankind will not escape the judgment of the Lord.  He has spoken and will fulfill what He’s ordained.  189  

From the beginning we were commanded to:  ‘Love the Lord your God with ALL your heart and with all your soul and with all your strength and with all your mind;’ and to ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.’  190 

But that is not what we have done.  Jesus said:  ‘For I was hungry and you gave me nothing to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me nothing to drink, I was a stranger and you did not invite me in, I needed clothes and you did not clothe me, I was sick and in prison and you did not look after me.’  They also will answer, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or needing clothes or sick or in prison, and did not help you?’  He will reply, ‘I tell you the truth, whatever you DID NOT DO for ONE of the LEAST of these, you did not do for ME.’  Then they will go away to eternal punishment, but the righteous to eternal life.  191 

Is not this the kind of fasting I have chosen:  to loose the chains of injustice and untie the cords of the yoke, to set the oppressed free and break every yoke?  Is it not to share your food with the hungry and to provide the poor wanderer with shelter – when you see the naked, to clothe him, and not turn away from your own flesh and blood?  192
But your iniquities have separated you from your God; your sins have hidden His face from you, so that He will not hear.  193
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Hear this, you who trample the needy and do away with the poor of the land. 194
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Your own conduct and actions have brought this upon you.  This is your punishment.  How bitter it is!  How it pierces to the heart!  195
…Yet, in spite of all this you say, ‘I am innocent; He is not angry with me.’  But I will pass judgment on you because you say, ‘I have not sinned.’  196
Circumcise yourselves to the Lord, circumcise your hearts….or My wrath will break out and burn like fire because of the evil you have done – burn with no one to quench it.  197
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Repent therefore!  Otherwise I will soon come to you and fight against you with the sword of My mouth.  198
In that day, the Lord will punish with His sword, His fierce, great, and powerful sword.  199
For with fire and with His sword the Lord will execute judgment upon all men and many will be those slain by the Lord.  200
Repent before it is too late!  Repent before the judgment and fire of God falls on you, on the church, this nation, and upon the earth.    REPENT!  To those that have ears to hear, let him ear what the Spirit of the Lord has to say:  acknowledge your guilt, confess your sins, and repent before He brings disaster.  Turn from your wicked ways and do what is right in His sight.  

Remember:    For the sake of one who deals honestly and seeks the truth, He will forgive an entire nation.  201  
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Will you be that ONE?  202
